Treasurer’s Report: We are ahead financially compared to this time last year.  The concession banks are still not in.  We still have one more basketball camp deposit.  
Membership:  Thank you to Ellen Sica for taking over the membership chair position for LBABC next year.  We are trying to reach out and find new members.  We need to advertise better.  Bob is meeting with Dave Thomas to discuss the future of LB athletics.
Concessions:  June 7th is the last concession event at LB.  

There was lots of discussion over drinks being the hardest part of the job.  Some want to look into having Coca Cola deliver it.  Still need to see if Costco delivers.
Spirit Gear:  Thunder Sticks are in.  

The first payment of $7k has been authorized to CCI for next year’s clothing line.  CCI is holding off on the remaining $8300 payment.

We had a profit of $9k for this year.  July 1 is start of new fiscal year.
Athletic Director’s Report (Mark Martino): The spring athletic teams are doing great.  Girls track won 2nd in state; boys tennis won 4th consecutive district championship; girls soccer won districts; boys soccer won regionals; baseball won 2nd in regionals.

The new goal posts were ordered for $6,150.  Dave Thomas has offered to pay for the installation, about $4,500.  We will look into ordering new soccer goals next spring.

LB hired a new head cheer coach and asst cheer coach.  
The spring banquet is scheduled for Wed, June 8th. 
We still need someone to run the golf tournament.

Scholarship:  The Scholarship Committee chose 6 recipients, totaling $5,500.
Programs/Sponsorship:  Susie handed out a program comparison sheet between LB 

and Westfield.  She wants to make selling programs more fun to cheerleaders.  The 
cost of the new book will be $6.50.  Sundra Printing is still the best priced printers.
Miscellaneous: Dan Griel is retiring as Assistant Athletic Director and Teacher from FCPS after 32 years.  LBABC is getting him $500 in cash.  Mark is getting him a plaque and card.   
Lori Sage was elected as Corresponding Secretary.
