Treasurer:   We are down compared to last year at this time.  We have a loss of $5.7K for the month.  Our net income as of 11/30/2011 for the fiscal year is a gain of $6.8K vs. a gain of $20K in Nov 2010.  The golf tournament income helped our net income.

Concessions:  We need volunteers for the holiday boys’ basketball tournament.   The tournament is Dec 27-Dec 29.  
Spirit Gear:  There were 6 spirit gear orders over Thanksgiving and 4 in December.  Debbie Strayhorn, Asst VP at LB, said we are not allowed to advertise spirit gear in “Keep in Touch.”  However, Maria Supko took over PTSA email and she will put in an advertisement for us.

Membership:  Prices for memberships were discounted as of Nov 15th.  We did receive 4 more memberships right after that.  The totals are the following:   222 families, 36 couples, 21 individuals, and 31 students.
